However, there
is a TIME LIMIT OF 30 seconds of less!

If you add more, your presentation
must be 30 second or less!

Scoring is based on finalists' ability to clearly,
confidently and effectively deliver their message to
the judges and audience.

Following attire rules, as well as presentation rules
will be a factor.
